Log on to the Routegadget website

The details of the Routegadget Manager web sitgiges along with the usernames and
passwords in a separate file. Enter the Routegddgeager URL into your web browser (I
have tested both Internet Explorer and Firefox).

First you will need to enter a username and pass¥oorthe server (this may only happen the
first time you use Routegadget on a particular Rfassword manager will remember it).

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The next step is to align controls on to the imilgeof the area, select Next.

The next stage takes some trial an error andghisiere you need an all control map. What
you are doing is aligning controls to where thegegr on the map. Note that the gif file is in
effect just a picture so it is up to you to getnthalign controls correctly.
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Select ‘All Controls’ on the ‘Choose competitorsakl0) dropdown list.

You will now see control circles displayed. Youoknneed to work out where the control
circles go on the map and get them to the righteplaAlso note the scale (distance spread) of
the controls will almost certainly be different, gmcess also ‘sizes’ the scale. This will
almost certainly take you a few attempts, partidulié you are doing for the first time. You
will develop a technique. You can move the mamadaboy clicking and dragging the cursor
around. You can also use the + and — buttonsdmzn and out.

The process of sizing / aligning the controls imesl. Select Fit. Then clicking in the centre
of a control circle and then clicking where on thap it goes, you then click on another
control circle and then click where that goes (gan move the map around as described
before by clicking and dragging during this progesall the controls circles will then adjust
based on these two selections. It is best togsckou ' control on the top left of the map
and the second on the bottom right.

You can repeat the process as many times as yobyilselecting ‘Fit’ and then repeating the
process for two controls (they do not need to leestime ones each time). This may take
several attempts and control circles sometime geanove not exactly as you might have
intended as you fine tune — just try again.
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When you are happy, click Save.

The next screen will appear where you link courm@es from the Condes file to the course
names from SportsSoftware, typically they will be same or very similar.

In the drop down box select match the courses heget
The click OK

Well done!! You can now draw your course.
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Appendix 1 — converting an OCAD file to GIF using GCAD version 9 demo version

Open the OCAD files in OCAD.

File, Export and save as a GIF file.

The .qgif file size should be kept to a minimum las thakes Routegadget faster. Using a

resolution of 150dpi is okay. If the map hasdiithtricate detail the dpi can be reduced to
create a smaller file.

For guidance only, the file produced will typicablg somewhere between .2MB and .5MB
for most maps.
