WHITE:   2.0km, 25m climb.  Technically easy, the course follows paths and line features, with controls on the paths.  

YELLOW:   2.4km, 30m climb.  Technically easy, the course generally follows paths and line features (e.g. walls), with controls on the line features.  One section does not follow a line feature – this is marked by red & white tapes at intervals.
ORANGE:  2.9km, 40m climb.  More technical, the course follows paths and line features, with controls off the paths but visible from them. One section does not follow a line feature – this is marked by red & white tapes at intervals.
LIGHT GREEN: 3.5km, 50m climb.  Technical course, not following line features. Requires navigation across varied terrain.  

GREEN: 4.3km, 95m climb.  Technical course, not following line features. Requires navigation across varied terrain.  
BLUE: 6.1km, 160m climb.  Technical course, not following line features. Requires navigation across varied and exposed terrain.  

BROWN: 7.8km, 170m climb.  Technical course, not following line features. Requires navigation across varied and exposed terrain
